‘Xposed’: Breakout Summary 

Forty five people from Cornwall joined with 2500 young people at this years MAYC Breakout event at the Winter Gardens in Blackpool.  ‘XPOSED’ was the theme for the year and involved exposing ourselves to God and new challenges that God is presenting to us.  

The weekend officially started with a welcome event with the band Escapade from Tavistock leading.  There were dozens of workshops to choose from but most of us were only able to attend one or two.  The afternoon included a hilarious and meaningful show put on by the young people of the Manchester district.  The evening included Ballroom dancing and then a number of excellent music bands at three different venues within the Gardens.

The weekend climaxed on Sunday morning.  The morning began with a march to the Winter Gardens by many of the participants.  1000 others joined in a creative celebration of Holy Communion.  The final event was a worship service in which Cornwall played a leading role.  A dance was performed by young people from Saltash; Ivan Scoble directed a drama made up of young people from Liskeard and Saltash, Hannah Emery-Wright shared her faith story, and Steve Emery-Wright assisted in planning and leading the worship for the weekend.

The group returned to Cornwall exhausted but renewed from the experience of ‘Xposing’ ourselves to God.  We thank the district for their continued support of our youth programme.
